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3 Point Vehicle Immobiliser System

Overview:





The Tripoint immobiliser is a vehicle security device designed for vitually any 12 volt vehicle, which automatically interupts 3 seperate points (where possible) of the vehicles starting/running system.





These are most commonly connected to the vehicles electrical system as follows.


point 1 cuts the vehicles ignition circuit


point 2 cuts the vehicles fuel pump or coil circuit


point 3 cuts the vehicles starter feed circuit





The immobiliser is always fully automatic in its arming procedure, therefore never leaving you vehicle in a condition where it can easily be started.


30 seconds after you turn your vehicles ignition system off the security system will begin to flash its warning light indicating that the system is now fully armed and the vehicle is immobilised.





The Tripoint vehicle immobiliser can also be upgraded (usually at additional cost) to incorporate a siren.


The siren will sound if while the system is armed an attempt to liven the ignition circuit is detected.





The system also retains memory of its condition should the vehicles battery be disconnected.


If the system was armed and the battery removed, when the battery is re applied the system will return to its armed condition.


Thus preventing the starting of the vehicle





The interupt circuits used for two of the 'cut' points of the vehicle use a 'normally open' type relay circuit, meaning even if the system should fail or was removed from the vehicle, the vehicles electrical circuits remain inoperative


This prevents would be thieves of short circuiting or removing the immobilser to enable starting the vehicle.








Upon returning to  your vehicle you simply touch the 'Touch Key' onto the disarm pad which is incorporated into the flashing warning light (this is usually located on your dashboard). Once the immobiliser reads the correct signal from your 'Touch Key' it will disarm and allow you 30 seconds to start your vehicle.


Failure to start the vehicle within 30 seconds will result in automatic rearming and immobilising of the vehicle once again.





Operating The System








The Tripoint immobiliser comes with a  hidden safety overide switch which used in conjunction with your vehicles ignition system allows you to disarm the vehicle should you misplace your 'Touch Key'.


No security system should leave you stranded on the side of the road.


If for some reason  you cannot use your coded 'Touch Key' to disarm your security system, you need to do the following.





Enter your vehicle


insert ignition key and turn to the run (not cranking) position


locate your hidden overide button (this would have been disclosed at point of installation) and press.


This will disarm your security sytem for 30 seconds and allow you to start your vehicle.








If you lost or had stolen your coded 'Touch Key' contact your dealer to obtain another key.


Lost or stolen keys can be coded out so that they no longer disarm your system.


Up to four (4) 'Touch Keys' can be coded to each system if needed.


Each Tripoint immobiliser comes standard with two (2) coded keys





A valet mode is also available so that should you want the system to remain in an un-armed state for reasons such as a garage servicing or repairing your vehicle, where constant immobilising of your vehicles starting/running system  would interfere with work being carried out, this can be engaged.





To enable valet mode, simply touch your 'Touch Key' onto the disarm pad five (5) times,  the warning light will then turn from red to green indicating valet mode is now active.


note: 


you can only engage valet mode while the system is in standby or disarmed state. 


Standby mode is indicated by the warning light showing constant red.





Valet mode is turned off by touching the 'Touch Key' onto the disarm pad another five (5) times, followed by the green warning light turning back to red.


30 seconds later the system will fully arm again unless vehicle is started.





Warning Light Status and what it means:





The 'smart L.E.D' can tell you of different conditions of your security system.


These are as follows:





Light showing constant red:  System is in standby mode this is shown when the vehicle is counting down within its 30 second period to arm, or the vehicle is currently running or has its ignition system turned on.





Light Flashing Slowly:  System is in armed mode and all connected disabling circuits are now active. Vehicle cannot be started.


note: the number of flashes also indicate how many coded 'Touch Keys' are programmed into your particular system.


ie. two flashes then a pause, then two flashes then a pause etc, mean this system has two (2) keys programmed into its memory.





Light Flashing Rapidly: Someone has tried to start this vehicle while the system is in armed mode.


ie. the  vehicles ignition system has been tampered with.





Light Showing Constant Green:  System is in valet mode and will not automatically arm until valet mode is again turned off.





Light Flashing Green:  This is indicating 'Touch Key' programming mode and should only be entered by your dealer for the reason of adding or removing coded keys.








This manual should cover most points of operation for your Tripoint Immobiliser.
